ADVANCED SCULPTURE IV
Steel Fabrication-6 weeks-2 projects
Rubric: craftsmanship, surface handling, composition, rhythm, harmony, repetition
Research: Doug McAbee
Supplies: Spray Paint, Steel Plate (16 gage or thicker), Steel Rod (1/4 inch or 3/14), Steel Plate (1/4 inch or 3/14)
Skills: bending steel with a torch, cutting steel with a jigsaw and a plasma cutter, welding, drilling, bench grinder, proper use of JB Weld and Bondo
Process: Research the small steel fabrications of Doug McAbee, produce 10 drawing based on your research (but no plagiarizing) that make use of rhythm, harmony, and repetition in a way that can reproduce with steel rod and plate that incorporates spheres, rods, contorted plate, and at least one volumetric form. After the 10 drawings have been reviewed, 3 should be selected to be made as models in wire and Cardboard/Styrofoam.  After the 3 models have been reviewed, 2 should be selected to be fabricated in steel.
Three Dimension Form Metal Casting-6 weeks- 2 projects
Rubric: craftsmanship, functional, strong use of elements/principles of design, concept
Research: lost wax technique
Supplies: Aluminum or Bronze
Skills: mixing plaster and resin bonded sand, casting in alginate, plaster, and resin bonded sand
Process: Life cast faces, hands, etc. in alginate and plaster, cast ¼ slabs in plaster, and build volumetric forms from wax that has been cast in the plaster and alginate molds. Pack resin bonded sand around wax pieces, melt out the wax, and pour metal into the molds.
Project title and time allotment-Students Choice-Final Project Remainder of Semester
Rubric: craftsmanship, strong use of elements/principles of design, freestanding or wall mounted
Supplies: Student’s Choice
