INTRODUCTION TO SCULPTURE
Steel Stabile/Mobile-4 weeks
Rubric: craftsmanship, use of color, composition, balance, rhythm, harmony, 10 points of articulation
Research: Alexander Calder’s stabiles and mobiles (no plagiarism)
Supplies: Spray Paint, Blade, Cardboard, Wire, JB Weld, Hot Glue Gun, Steel Plate (16 gage)
Skills: bending wire with a torch, cutting steel with a jigsaw and a plasma cutter, tack welding, drilling, bench grinder, proper use of JB Weld and Bondo
Process: Draw 10 sketches based on your research, build 3 models in cardboard and wire, begin construction based on your models, present your finished product, sketches, and models during critique
Steel Fabrication-4 weeks
Rubric: craftsmanship, surface handling, composition, rhythm, harmony
Research: David Smith, John Chamberlain
Supplies: Spray Paint, Steel Plate (16 gage or thicker), Steel Rod (1/4 inch), Scrap Steel
Skills: bending steel with a torch, cutting steel with a jigsaw and a plasma cutter, tack welding, drilling, bench grinder, proper use of JB Weld and Bondo
Process: Gather steel (scraps mostly, but your finished work should not look like scrap) and sketch 5 possible arrangements, fabricate one of those arrangement (paint is not necessary)
Modeled Clay Relief-4weeks
Rubric: foreground/mid ground/background, craftsmanship, strong use of elements/principles of design
Research: research lost wax technique
Supplies: tools that can be used for modeling clay
Skills: modeling clay, mixing plaster and resin bonded sand, casting metal
Process: build a positive relief base on a photograph in oil based clay, mix and cast plaster to create a mold, remove the clay from the plaster, soak the mold in water, pour wax into the mold, soak the mold in water, remove the wax, pix and pack resin bonded sand around the wax form, melt out the wax, pour metal in the sand mold
Wood Assemblage/Box Project –Remainder of Semester
Rubric: craftsmanship, strong use of elements/principles of design, surface handling
Research: Louise Nevelson
Supplies: Wood (probably one eight foot 1x4, wood dowels, and scrap pieces) and paint
Skills: cutting, sanding, drilling, grinding, and painting wood
Process: Research Louise Nevelson and develop your own wood assemblage (the box framing is optional).
